2. Donald McCleod said, “Needing God as no man ever needed God, He cried and God was

not there... We never go beyond His pain. Our darkness is never more intense than His.”
How might this encourage a person who has experienced loneliness or abandonment?



3. Read Hebrews 2:14-18. Pastor Colin said that Christ took on our human nature to 1) be
our champion and 2) deal with our failure. So from what is Christ's humanity instrumental
in delivering us from?

4. Read Philippians 2:1-11. How should Christ’s assumption of human nature serve as a
pattern for life in the body of Christ?

5. In John 20:21 Jesus compares the church’s mission with his own: “As the Father has sent
me, so | send you.” How should the church’s service of the world conform to what Christ
did in taking on flesh to save us?
